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The Jewish Reconstructionist Federation, a New York not-for-profit corporation originally organized in 1955, has been on record in support of full equality of rights and opportunities for gay and lesbians persons since 1984, when our seminary, the Reconstructionist Rabbinical College, began admitting openly gay and lesbian applicants.  We have over 100 affiliates nation-wide representing 17,000 households, including many gay men and lesbians. In particular we have 

This paragraph appears in Homosexuality and Judaism: The Reconstructionist Position, a groundbreaking report issued by the Reconstructionist movement in 1993:


"We regard the Jewish values that affirm the inherent dignity, integrity and equality of human beings as having primacy over historically conditioned attitudes... It is our duty to correct the misunderstandings and resulting injustice of the past and to fulfill the Jewish obligation to seek justice."

To "seek justice," the report urged "all Reconstructionist affiliates, rabbis, and members of the Reconstructionist Rabbinical College community to engage in a process of education about the issues relating to Judaism and homosexuality."

In 2004, we unanimously adopted a resolution in support of full legal equality for same-sex couples. We have 12 congregations in the State of California, a regional office and a regional director based in Los Angeles.
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
